First Set : Analyzing documents
Document 1:

The field of craft (artisans) is a heritage reservoir and part of the collective memory of nations. Efforts exerted on
crafts is an episode in a series of initiatives which aim to respect the particularity of societies and nations... Its
protection and development are the specific objectives of any national strategy for sustainable human development.
The number of craftsmen (artisans) in Lebanon is not known precisely... Nowadays, the craft which is still active is
not considered traditional as long as its function is contemporary. Moreover, the crafts inherited from previous
generations have to adjust to modern taste...

What is required from studying about the present conditions of craftsmen in Lebanon is neither to have them return to
traditional society nor to bring back the Lebanese society to a traditional structure; but rather to help them adapt their
specific skills to the contemporary era while respecting their professional specificity.

The fact that two thirds of the Lebanese craftsmen learning were inherited, indicates the continuity of the family
tradition in this framework. Young people’s participation is almost absent in this sector, for 3.2% only of the craftsmen
community members is less than 20 years old. This issue influences the dynamics of craft sector because it does not
provide it with new blood which is supposed to face the future.

Most attractive crafts’ professions, and in which entrepreneurs own a huge capital exceeding ten thousand dollars, are
beyond illiterate or almost illiterate levels.

In the food production sector relying on craftsmanship, there is a significant number of educated people who helped
the enterprise they work in to merge into the globalization of distribution through the internet. The craft’s sector has
achieved a great improvement reflected by the current investments in some of its domains. However, it is still in need
to a policy which would support its continuity and sustainability.

The educational level of the population has generally improved. Consequently, the rate of university graduates among
workers increased from 4.3% in 1970 to 16.7% and 21.1% in the years 1997 and 2001 respectively. It is remarkable,
though, that this increase of university graduates in the labor force does not reflect an increase in productivity, since
most of the graduates have majored in literature and humanities... It is also worth mentioning that most of the new
comers to the labor market prefer steady employment which provides them will a constant income both in the public
and private sector; especially when it also gives them the opportunity to benefit from social security and health service.
The social value of work is still very important in the Lebanese society; this is why it adopts non-economic criteria to
classify professions and activities.
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Referring to the above documents, and to your acquired knowledge, answer the following questions:
1- Give one common title for all the above mentioned documents. (1 pt)
2- a) Clarify the relation between the craftsmanship and the basic (fundamental) personality. (*2 pt)
b) Extract the context which helps the individual master a certain craft. Justify your answer by one proof. (1pt)
3- "Young people’s participation is almost absent in this sector”. Deduce the appropriate social concept related to this

situation. (1 pt)

4- Determine the factor that lead to the improvement of craftsmanship. Justify your answer by one indicator from each
of the documents "1" and "2". (1% pts)

5- Based on the situation of craftsmanship in Lebanon, identify the type of belonging in this group. Justify your
answer by a proof. (1 pt)

6- There is a relation between documents "2" and "3". The increased number in students, university graduates, and teaching
staff rate doesn’t reflect the increase in productivity. Extract two reasons of this above situation. (1 pt)

7- Heritage represents culture and national identity which people try to preserve and modernize. Referring to the
documents and to your acquired knowledge, write a text presenting the situation of craftsmanship and its relation to
education in Lebanon, clarifying the society’s attitude and influence on it. Name three ministries responsible for
promoting the situation of craftsmanship by suggesting three possible solutions, (one for every ministry) and

mentioning the required result from their implementation. (5 pts)
Second Set : Studying a social subject (12 pts)
Document

It is natural for people to yearn for well being and be fortified with social security and basic rights; these would ensure
them with personal and public freedom. The progress of western society went along with setting the foundations of
"welfare state". The welfare state provides social security and better standards of living for its citizens in order to
reduce the impairment which some groups in the society suffer from and negatively influences its stability.
