First Set: Analyzing Documents (12 pts.)

Document 1

...Statistics, as being a tool for analysis, could help to identify social challenges. In the age of information, the editing and
publishing of precise information is considered as a fast mean to attract attention on a certain cause/issue. Statistics add a new
level of credibility on the gathered information and it is used for the objective of guiding social policies.

Statistics provide a great ability of clarification as well as a great ability of distortion..... and it shows gaps in its
usage: partial usage, biased and bad usage when people are afraid of giving their opinions openly, and
manipulating indicators for personal and political objectives.
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Document 2

There are diversified ways used by the communal associations to determine for whom, how and where to target
their projects.

Here it stands the necessity of taking into consideration all the available information and data, in addition to the
necessity of conducting researches and investigations in order to grasp the reality of the issues. The determination
of the targeted groups is done through the primary demographic data in the area that we are planning to work on
and to make a global and precise study where it might be necessary to implement some techniques...What is
important in all these is the flexibility and the ability of change of the given associations in order to provide the

needs of the target groups.
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Document 3

a. “Bab al Tebbeneh” (Tripoli — North Lebanon) is considered to be the most overpopulated area in Lebanon: 55
thousand people in 8800 residential units (households); an average of 7 individuals in a single residential unit
(household). Overcrowded residences, most of them linked to each other, affected by cracks. The houses there,
lack sanitary installations. The sewers of the deposited water in the basements have access to the clean drinkable
water which has difficulty to reach the upper floors of a building. The United Nations has classified this area as
“afflicted with disaster” in terms of environment, buildings and social condition, and its population as being
extremely poor where the illiteracy, unemployment, early marriage (14 — 17 years-old) and high birth rate (6 — 17
child per family) are widely spread.

b. In a poor residential district in Tripoli which was full of garbage, a well-known Lebanese association organized
daily workshops with the help of its youngsters and the cooperation of the local residents... The garbage was




removed and they transformed the dirty area into two sports stadiums; and then Lebanese youth was gathered with
some foreign volunteers in order to revitalize the district that had lost its vitality since the war and as a result of it.
They are also working on the reconstruction of its infrastructure with the full cooperation of the Municipality of
Tripoli; they are also whitewashing the walls and painting on them, in addition to constructing two playgrounds for
the children to play and have fun. All these would help the district to regain its beauty.

... The observation of this event invites us to reconsider the means of expression of the people’s will, as well as the
ways of self managing their affairs.

5. Show the link between document 1 on one hand and the documents 2 and 3 on another. (1% pt.)

6. Document 3 exposes the reconstruction project of “Bab Al Tebbeneh”; and since Lebanon was
declared to be a country afflicted with disaster after the Israeli attack during Summer 2006, use the data
mentioned in all the documents, to describe a similar plan for the reconstruction of Lebanon, showing its
basic stages, suggesting four means to face the sociological results of this attack (two means to be

implemented by the state and two means by the association). (4% pt)
Second Set: Studying a Social Subject (12 pts.)
Document 1:

The French parliament imposed the “first contract of enrollment” destined to people aged below 26 years, in spite
of the opposition of the syndicates and students’ unions that considered that it presents a threat to the workers,
since it allows the employer to dismiss any worker after two years of work without any justification.

With the support of the opposition, the syndicates were able to gather 1 to 3 million people, during 2 consecutive
demonstrations, breaking a record of 20 years for such events.

After the withdrawal of the law, the syndicates promised to remain cautious until the approval of a new law.
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Document 2:

In Lebanon, nearly 600,000 students and teachers from different educational cycles, are on strike to
express their refusal of the “contractual employment” project; a strike called for by the coordination
committee of the syndicates of public sector teachers, professors, employers and retired persons.

In a statement, the committee confirmed its decision to implement a strike of warning in all faculties,
colleges, branches of the Lebanese University, public schools, official organisms and all public
institutions and administrations, to express its refusal of contractual employment projects, asking from
officials to “withdraw it from discussion”. All syndicates and educational committees called for more
Union solidarity in order to defend the acquired rights of all sectors.
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Referring to the two documents, write an essay in which you discuss the role of social forces in the
process of change, according to the following points:

- Social Forces and their importance in the process of change,

- The required social policy to strengthen the principle of democracy.
