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Document 3:

A — The expansion of learning opportunities in the pubic education also needs options about restructuring
education and compulsory age. The new structure of education adopted the concept of basic education until
the age of 15 (the end of the ninth grade), but the obligatory education was set at the age of 12 (the end of the
second cycle of basic education). Despite all, the adoption of the obligatory age did not exceed the official
decision as it was never applied.

B-The studies indicate that the quality of education, before and after applying the new curriculum, is not
available except in few schools which are private schools targeting the elite. That is facing the “islets” of
deprivation in education chances, there are “islets” of perfection.
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Document 4:

Public education faces today a great challenge. We put big hopes on its national role, and we consider its reform
as a collective responsibility for which each is responsible for in his own position. It is the responsibility of the
government in its legislative and executive authorities to provide all necessary elements of support starting from
political decisions ending up with setting plans and projects to allocate the necessary credits. Moreover, it is also
the responsibility of teachers to pursue their devotion, and to commit themselves to the reform of this sector.
(Their demands for their rights must be equivalent with their commitment to their duties). Also, it is the
responsibility of municipalities and civil society to embrace the public education and defend it.
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Referring to the above four documents, answer the following questions:
1-Referring to document number two:
a. Determine the obstacle that prevents the success of the new methodology of teaching. Justify your answer by a proof. (1 pt)
b. Indicate the effect of this obstacle on the performance of each of the teacher and student. (1 pt)
2- Referring to document number three:
a. Extract the two problems that hamper the educational chances in Lebanon reflected in part A of the document. (Y2pt)

b. Deduce the social phenomena reflected by part B of the document. Present two reasons for it. (1% pt)

3- Referring to document number four:

a. Determine the responsible parties in developing the educational process in Lebanon. (1pt)

b. Extract the legislative and executive roles of the government in the educational sector. (% pt)

4- Referring to documents 1, 2 and 3, evaluate the role of the government in the domain of educational policy in
Lebanon. (1pt)

5- Starting from the documents and the educational reality in Lebanon, write a paragraph clarifying the problems
that confront the development of public education and the effects resulting from this situation. Specify the
responsible parties for the problems, and suggest 3 solutions to face these problems. (5% pt)

Second Choice Set: Studying a social subject (12 pts)

Caring for individuals by institutions specialized in social care represents the most important activity for the ministry
of social care in the field of protection and social help from the point of view of assigning human and material
resources and the number of beneficiaries continuously benefiting from this care.

... The budget of non-governmental organizations is estimated by 192 million dollars and about 296 million if the
religious charitable institutions were considered also. Despite the reservations about the precision of this data, it
attains 5 times the budget of ministry of social affairs and it gives us an approximate view about the importance of
the role played by the civil sector on the level of social protection in Lebanon.

Social interventions in Lebanon are many, however, not coordinated. This reflects the presence of gaps in planning
and performance to which priority must be given....Especially when it comes to the strategy of protection and social
help that must aim to put the relevant programs for the groups most in need according to priorities corresponding
with the characteristics of the society.
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According to “The Guide of Life Conditions” dated 1996, the percentage of Lebanese population suffering from
excessive poverty was estimated by 212 thousand individuals and 47 thousand families; this percentage is the one
primarily concerned with the plans of protection and social help.

Based on the above and your acquired knowledge, and starting from the characteristics of the Lebanese Society
concerning the needy and poor, write an essay discussing the following points:

- The concept of social policies and social care.

- Limitations of social protection.

- Necessary measures to activate the methods of protection and social help for those mostly in need.

- Expected results from applying these measures.
