First Subject:

The unconsciousness is the true reality of psychic life whose existence cannot be

doubted.

1. Explain this judgment of Freud and state the problematic it raises.

2. Discuss this judgment in the light of other theories that emphasize the role of the
consciousness and its importance.

3. Do you believe that the psychological treatment has become a necessity in our life?
Justify your answer.

Second Subject:

The natural phenomena remain naked and mute without hypotheses.

1. Explain this statement of “Poincaré” and state the problematic it raises.

2. Discuss this statement by showing the role and the importance of observation in the
experimental method.

3. Do you believe that experimenting on living beings should be morally allowed?
Justify your answer.

Third Subject: Text

Man has a conscience and a moral ideal, exactly like the language he speaks, the religion
he believes in, and the sciences he possesses. All of them are the result of the systematic
participation in the social reality that surpasses the individual to a great extent.

It 1s our right then to affirm (...) that we consider ethics to be indestructible, because it relies
on a social basis without which there is no ethics; although it has witnessed transformations -
however slow- because they are affected by the other social factors.

All the ethical judgments of the moral conscience, the obligations, and the duties, exactly like
rights and rituals, are all relative depending on the different societies. Therefore, all the ethical
systems are “natural”, because each one of them is contingent upon the different phenomena
of the society where we find them.

All what is in man’s life is of a social nature, except the reaction of the body to the stimuli it
receives.

After the domination of the theological ethics and then the metaphysical ones, we ought to
reach to the verdict of the positive ethics, which will be “the science of ethics”.
